On the pill addicts, what can I say, they are very difficult to
work with, specially the barbiturate addicts or "goof ball" addicts as they
are commonly called. Their behavior while under the influence of barbiturates
is like that of an alcoholic. They become very belligerent and it is interest-
ing to watch how a goof ball addict's behavior change. As a rule, when they
are clean, they are very gentle people but as soon as they start fooling
around they become very nasty and resentful. Anything you say they pick it
up and answer you in a very nasty way.

Enclosed is some literature on addiction that is put out by the
Department of Health, It might give you some insight into the problem.
